Membership Categories 

 

The Squash NS membership at its AGM, held on 27 June 2020 approved three categories of 

membership Associate, Recreational and Competitive with the associated value and benefits. 

Please note that according to our constitution and bylaws only paid memberships have voting 

rights. 

 

Rates 

 

The rates for the 2020/21 Season are set at: 

• Associate  – Free 

• Recreational – $25.00 per year (unchanged) 

• Competitive Memberships – $50.00 per year (unchanged). 

 

Discounts 

 

Squash NS Offers the following discounts: 

• Children under 13 are offered a $25 discount on a recreational or competitive membership. 

• Juniors (over 12 and under 19) and full time Students (19-23) are offered a discount of 

$10.00 on recreational and competitive memberships. 

• Bulk membership – Clubs who commit to including a competitive membership to Squash 

NS in their membership fee, pay that fee to Squash NS on behalf of their members and 

provide to Squash NS the names and contact information for their members in an acceptable 

format will benefit from a $25 per person discount in that fee. Can be combined with the 

either the U13 or Junior/Student Discount.

national and other competitions5 

o Eligibility to be considered for selection to High Performance programs6 

• Officials are eligible to be considered for nomination by Squash NS to officiate at 

tournaments sanctioned by Provincial, Territorial, national or international squash governing 

bodies and subsidized professional development programming offered by Squash NS. 

• Coaches who meet the coaching standards are eligible to coach in NS and benefit from 

subsidized coach development activities offered by Squash NS, Sport NS or Canadian
